 Tips for Parents 
 

Here are some ways to steer kids onto the path for long-term academic success. 
1. Opt for challenges. 
Whenever possible, sign your child up for the most rigorous classes his school offers. Have him take pre-algebra instead of 
basic math, and encourage him to study a foreign language. If his school offers electives, suggest that he take the most de-
manding academic ones, which will lay the foundation for more advanced classes in high school. 
 
2. Praise hard work. 
Educators agree that students with parents who hold high expectations perform better in school. But it's also important not to 
pressure your child too much or make her feel like a failure if, say, she didn't make the honor roll. 
To strike the balance, stress effort over ability: Tell your daughter that you admire how hard she worked to learn her spelling 
words, rather than saying, "You did well because you're so smart." If your son has been diligent and conscientious in doing 
his math assignments, but still got a B on his report card, praise him enthusiastically for doing his best instead of demanding 
that he bring home an A. 
Let kids know mistakes are okay because we often learn the most through them. If your 10-year-old rushes through a home-
work assignment, fight the urge to criticize. Instead, you might say, "I think you can do better on that. What do you think?" 
 
3. Help your child stay organized. 
It's difficult for kids this age to set priorities. Work with your child to create a two-month planner that lists everything she 
wants and needs to do, from sports practices and parties to tests and project due dates. If your child has two weeks to finish a 
novel, talk about how many chapters she'll need to read each day so she's not swamped at the end. It's also helpful for kids 
this age to put together a daily to-do list.

The office of federal programs welcomes everyone back for a great 2006-2007 school year.  Our staff this 
year consists of lead teachers, a math coach, teachers, counselors, paraprofessionals, school nurses, medical secretar-
ies, computer technicians, a drug education partner, a parent liaison, a parent coordinator, an administrative assistant, 
a supervisor and a coordinator.   
 Our federal programs include Titles I, II, IV, and V.  We would like to share with you activities each pro-
gram provides for our school system. Our district operates on the basis of school wide projects because 92% of the 
students enrolled in the district participate in the free and reduced lunch program. Meanwhile, the parochial school 
participates in Titles I, II, IV and V, but the private school participates in Title V only.    
 
 
 

Title I 
 Programs/activities outlined in the district’s Title I Program include: 
Salaries and benefits for personnel staff, substitutes for Title I staff, counselors, nurses, medical secretaries, materi-
als/supplies for the above staff, upgrade technology programs, equipment for classroom, professional development, 
testing materials/services, travel, parental involvement, and maintenance/repair of equipment. 
 

Title II 
 Programs/activities outlined in the district’s Title II Program include: 
Salaries/benefits for class size reduction teachers/math coach, substitutes for Title II staff, professional development, 
and recruiting. 
 

Title IV 
 Programs/activities outlined in the district’s Title IV Program include: 
Drug education partner and safe/drug free school materials. 
 

Title V 
 Programs/activities outlined in the district’s Title V Program include: 
Programs to improve academic achievement school improvement programs and library books for the parochial and 
private schools.   
 

Title I Parent Center 
 The center offers free parenting classes, charter education classes, safe and drug free classes, and study ma-
terials in grades Pre-K-12 in the areas of reading, language arts, and math to all students.  All parents are encour-
aged to use these services.  The center is open five days per week from 8:00 a.m.  
to 4:00 p.m. with the exception of school holidays.  Special Saturday sessions are held across the year (TBA). For

FEDERAL PROGRAMS 

No Child Left Behind 
 
The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB), signed by President George W. Bush on Jan. 8, 2002, reauthorized the Elementary and 
Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA) and incorporated most of the major reforms proposed by President Bush. This broad legisla-
tion has implications for all Mississippi schools as well as every school across the nation. The legislation has four guiding themes: 
 Accountability and assessment-Parent involvement-Research-based programs (including high-quality educators)-Flexibility 
  Accountability and Assessment 
Under this section, the district will ensure: 

· Student assessment in reading/language arts and math in grades 3-8, as well as at least once during the 10-12 grade span, by 
2005-2006 school year. 

· Student assessment in science only one time in each grade span (3-5, 6-9, 10-12) by the 2007-2008 school year 
· Student data disaggregation by gender, racial/ethnic group, English proficiency status, migrant status, students with disabilities 

(as compared to non-disabled students), and economically disadvantaged (as compared to non-economically disadvantaged). 
· Student measurement of adequate yearly progress (AYP) annually, based upon both the progress of the disaggregated groups 

as well as the total school’s progress. 
*If a school does not make AYP for two consecutive years, the school is identified for school improvement. 
Parental Involvement 
Under this section, the district will ensure: 

· Parent notification of children in Title I schools that the parents may request information on teacher qualifications at any 
time. Parents will be notified if the child is assigned to, and has been taught for four or more consecutive weeks by, a 
teacher who is not highly qualified. Additionally, parents will be notified whether the child is provided services by para-
professionals, and if so, their qualifications. 

· Parent notification if their children are placed in a program for English language learners (ELL) or if the school or district 
is identified as needing improvement. 

· A minimum of one percent of the Title I allocation will be reserved for parental involvement activities. 
· Report card dissemination to the public with information relative to each school. 
· Parent involvement in the planning and implementation of programs funded. 
 Research-Based Programs and Practices 
      Under this section, the district will ensure: 

· The Employment of highly qualified teachers and paraprofessionals. 
-Title I School wide Schools: all staff must be highly qualified 
-Non-Title I Schools: only those teaching core academics must be highly qualified 
-*New hires must meet the qualifications upon hire; existing core academic staff members in both Title I and non-
Title I schools have until 2005-2006 to meet the qualifications. 
-Paraprofessionals hired after Jan. 8, 2002, have four years (until Jan. 8, 2006) to become highly qualified. 
-Schools and district must have a plan with measurable objectives outlining how the school’s/district’s progress 
toward the objectives must be collected and reported annually. 

· Research-based practices must be proven effective. 
Professional Development 
Under this section the district will ensure: 
· Professional development as defined in NCLB with characteristics, such as research-based and high quality, sus-

tained and intensive guidelines. NOT a one-day workshop or conference, and supportive of high-quality educators. 
· A minimum of ten percent of Title I funds MUST be used for professional development activities to ensure that 

teachers are highly qualified by the end of the 2005-2006 school year. 
· Meaningful professional development that makes a difference in student achievement. 
*Should a Title I School wide School be identified for school improvement, ten percent of the Title I funds must be used 
for high-quality professional development activities for the school’s teachers and principal. 
Flexibility  
Under this section, the district will ensure: 
· The Title I School wide poverty threshold is now forty percent or higher free/reduced lunch rate. 
· Title II funds may be used for professional development, class-size reduction, and for recruitment and retention of 

highly qualified staff. 
· Title V support of other federal programs or be used for a variety of innovative activities because Title V is flexible. 
· Title VI (if a district qualifies) support of the programs. 
· Up to fifty percent of funds from Title II, Title IV, and Title V be moved into each other or into Title I. However, 

Title I funds may mot be moved out of Title I.
