MUSGROVE: “ MAKE CHILDREN PRIORITY”

Former Governor Ronnie Mus-
grove asks teachers what are the
priorities they will deal with this
year? “The buzz word igriority.

It's what is absolutely important, ”
says Musgrove as he spoke to
teachers at Canton Public School
District's Convocation August 1,
2006.

Musgrove told the crowd of edu-
cators that school leaders may ha
an air that says they are the most
important person in the building
but he will break the bad news to
them that they are not. “Educators
must realize that the number one
priority should be the child in the
classroom, the child with a smile
looking for hope and opportunity
or the child looking with a dejected |
sad eye that says please help me, S
says Musgrove. :

He shared with educators about
his upbringing. The former Gover-
nor says his mom dropped out of
school in the 10th grade and
worked in a factory. His father
dropped out in the 8th grade and
worked with the highway depart-
ment. He says regardless of his
family’s circumstances, he had a
teacher who looked at him the
same and gave him the same op-
portunities as other students in his
class.

Musgrove says it’s also impor-
tant to set priorities in your home.
He says you must have integrity
and an understanding of what's
important. He says sometimes he

has helped when perhaps he should not
have and that could have consequences
on your family life. Musgrove says
having a priority in your community can
help keep you from getting over-
whelmed. He says learn to say “no” to
some requests and pick out something
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that is a passion for you.

Musgrove told the crowd elected
officials ought to have priorities to
help our public schools. He says
their actions should match up with
the promises they make. Musgrove
says if we are to move ahead to-
gether as a Statall of us need to
move together, that includes those
who have received a better educa-
tion and those who have not.

The crowd of educators gave him
a standing ovation. Superintendent
Dwight Luckett presented him with
a check for $500 dollars from the
District. Governor Musgrove do-

The proclamation detailed this brief
summary of their many accomplishments.

L.C. Greenwood a Canton native, born and nurtured on Walnut Street remafireet, is the son of the late Eliza
and Moses Greenwood.

He is a 1965 graduate of Rogers High School. He attendedsaka#M& N on an Academic Scholarship, in Pine
Bluff, Arkansas, where he received a Bachelor of Sci®ezgee.

Greenwood, a former professional football player, played deferend for thirteen years with the champion Pitts-
burgh Steelers. He played in four Super Bowls and won. Heaasd a member of every All Pro Team during
the 70’s. He was also All Pro seven times and played iRrexBowls. Greenwood was the only player in the NFL
to wear “gold shoes”.

Greenwood, in 1978, became President of Greenwood EnterprSeal and Natural Gas Marketing Company. In

1989, he became President of Greenwood/McDonald Supply, wherashavolved in sales, managing and super-
vision. In 2003, he became President and Owner of the GreerManaafacturing Company.

Greenwood has earned several awards which consists of:atieeN Sports Award, Professional Athlete-of-the-
Year in Little Rock, Arkansas, Outstanding Achievemf@nard, awarded Key to the City of Canton, Mississippi
in 1975, Key to the State of Mississippi, Key to the Sohtd/est Virginia, 25th Anniversary Super Bowl Team,
Arkansas Hall-of-Fame, and the Mississippi Hall-of-leaide has received proclamations from Allegheny County
Council and the City of Pittsburgh. He is a member of7tita Silver Anniversary Super Bowl. March 24, 1975
was declared “L.C. Greenwood Day” in the City of Cantdigsissippi.

Greenwood is affiliated with several entities such &@& Member of the NAACP, member of AFTRA-American

Federation of Theater and Radio, worked on the Millee Campaign doing commercials and promotions for ten
years, was involved in numerous commercials and indunial, was involved in over ten national commercials
and several local commercials. He was also a memissvefral boards: Cash Advisory Board, Electric League of
Western Pennsylvania, MTR Gaming and Diakonia.

Rowland Garrett Senior, a native of Canton, Mississippi, is the second child oefah Garrett Senior and Lou
D. Garrett. He is a 1968 graduate of Rogers High Schoolxé#dled as a basketball player, earning All Big 8, All
State, and First Team All American Honors. He wentooattend Florida State University on a full basketball
scholarship. In 1972, Garrett led the Florida State Semitmlie NCAA National Championship Finals against
UCLA. In 1986, he was inducted into the Florida State-bfaffame.

In 1972, Garrett was drafted in the 5th round of the NBAfClsy the Chicago Bulls and was also drafted in the
2nd Round of the ABA Draft by the Memphis Tams. Mempabliddd shortly after the Draft, but Rowland went on
to play three seasons with the Chicago Bulls where he jewey #23 before Michael Jordan. Rowland also
played with the Cleveland Cavaliers and the Milwaukee Bbeksre going to play in the Italian Pro-Basketball
League. There he played for three years. In 1988, Rowindd from basketball and started his own Chemical
Manufacturing Company. He remains in business after 26 years.
